
Master Plan Agreed   

Following extensive consultation with 
the local community and Edinburgh 
City Council, the Friends of Montgom-
ery Street Park agreed to adopt the 
master plan for the park which was 
generously sponsored by local firm 
Rankin Fraser Landscape Architecture.

Improvements are likely to cost a total 
of  £600,000 over several years. 

Take Down the Fence Campaign 2009 
Most people who commented on the draft plans strongly 
supported taking down the railway fencing that cuts the 
park in two. They loved the idea of replacing it with wide 
steps which will double up as seating. This will open up 
views from the playpark to the ‘grassy’ and will greatly 
improve the whole feel of the park. 
The cost of this has been estimated at £15000.  
Our goal for 2009 is to raise the funds to make this hap-
pen.
